Seoul authorities, based on architectural practice planning Korean cities have approved interesting bridge design with curved lines and right angles called Paik Nam June Media Bridge, must link the two banks of the Han River (Han). Covering an area of more than 1080 meters, the bridge connects the power Dangi-Li in the north of the National Assembly building in the south, thereby expanding the utility of urban buildings and bringing them to the water.
Provided mainly for pedestrians, a multi-storey structure of the bridge has its own program of energy generation. Wrapped in solar panels, ultra-modern bridge can still boast the fact that at each floor flaunts a garden with a system for collecting rainwater. In addition to supporting public facilities such as museums, libraries and IT-complex, the bridge also has moorings for water taxis, yachts and cruise ships. Construction of the bridge Paik Nam June Media Bridge in Seoul will be able to inaugurate a new era in the construction of bridges and other public-key urban sites.
