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Integrated water resources management is the leading approach to environmental management, drawn from the experience of trial and error of various countries and regions and have proven successful wherever it is properly applied. With regard to natural resources on the rivers of this approach is applied to the basin principle, ie river basin is perceived and managed as a single natural system. Naturally, when a pool is divided among several administrative units or states, the stability control and sustainable management of its nature can only be achieved if the observed number of conditions.
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
